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Three Scenes Leading Up to the Disciples’ Fall

= Jesus predicts his disciples will fall away, while his disciples are adamant they’ll be faithful unto death.
(26:30-35)

= Jesus prays in the garden, while his disciples fall asleep. (26:36-46)

= Jesus embraces his betrayal and arrest, while his disciples abandon Jesus and flee. (26:47-56)

Three Applications For Our Lives

= We must never be so self-confident that we think we could never fall away from Jesus.
=  We must pray that we won’t be tempted to fall.

=  We must never think that falling away is the end of the story.
