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Jesus’ Shocking Requirement for Entrance into the Kingdom of Heaven

= In order to enter the kingdom of heaven your righteousness must exceed that of the scribes and
Pharisees. (5:20)

The Righteousness that Exceeds the Scribes and Pharisees

= Jesus did not come to do away with the law and prophets, he came to fulfill them. (5:17-18)
= Jesus is the fulfillment of OT prophecy.
o Jesus is the fulfillment of OT patterns.
= Jesus is the fulfillment of the OT law by interpreting the true meaning/intention of the law.

= Obedience to Jesus’ correct interpretation of the law leads to the righteousness that exceeds
the scribes and the Pharisees. (5:19-20)

= The righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees focused on outward behavior.

= The righteousness Jesus demands is focused on the inward attitudes of the heart.

Six Examples of the Righteousness that Exceeds the Scribes and
Pharisees

= Murder: Anger is tantamount to murder. (5:21-26)
= Adultery: Lust is tantamount to adultery. (5:27-30)
= Divorce: Divorce/remarriage is tantamount to adultery unless infidelity is involved. (5:31-32)

= Oaths: Truthfulness should characterize your life at all times not just when you swear an oath to
God. (5:33-37)

= Retaliation: We should overlook offenses and not retaliate when we’re wronged. (5:38-42)

= Loving One’s Neighbor: We’'re to love everyone, our neighbor and enemy. (5:43-48)
