= Baptism is the initial way a Christian professes his or her faith in Jesus. (Acts 2:38; 8:12-13, 35-38;
9:17-18; 10:43-48; 16:14-15; 18:8; 19:4-5)

= Baptism is a picture of how we, as believers, have safely passed through the waters of God’s
judgment in Christ into a new creation.

= Noah’s baptism (Genesis 6-8)
= Israel’s baptism (Exodus 14)
s Jesus’ baptism (Mark 10:38-39; Luke 12:50)
= Our baptism (Romans 6:1-6)
= Baptism visibly portrays our union with Jesus in his baptism.

= Baptism is a visible symbol of our union with Jesus’ death, burial, and resurrection.

= Baptism is the sign and identifying mark of those who belong to the new covenant community
of God. (Colossians 2:11-14)

= Baptismisn’t just an individual, private event, instead we’re baptized into a local church. (Acts
2:41; 1 Corinthians 12:13)

The Application For Our Lives

= If you are not a Christian, trust in Jesus and be baptized.

= If you are a Christian and have never been baptized as a believer by immersion, then be
baptized.

= If you are a Christian and have been baptized as a believer by immersion, then remember the
meaning and significance of your baptism.
