	▫ Those who practice their righteousness to be seen by others won’t have a reward from 
our Father in heaven. (6:1)

	▫ If you practice your righteousness to be seen by others then the only reward you’ll 
receive is the applause and praise of man here on earth. (6:2, 5, 16)

	▪ Embrace obscurity knowing that God your Father sees you and will reward you. (6:3-4, 6, 17-18)

	▪ Cultivate a God-centered, God-dependent heart and life. (6:7-14)
